Many people live to be fairly old, over 80, and then some essential part of their bodies, such as the heart,
gives way and death follows.

The number of years a human being may expect to live on average is called his or her expectation of life.

Before ways of preventing or curing disease were known, the expectation of life was not long, even in
rich countries.
